‘ Discussion
Annolies reported on the outcomes from the Climate

Summit in Canberra recently. The main resolutions
from the climate summit where:

1) To prevent the Rudd government's proposed
Carbon Pollution Reduction Scheme (CPRS) from
becoming law.

2) To launch a campaign for 100% renewable energy
in Australia within 10 years - drawing upon the
example of Al Gore's Repowering America campaign
which is backed by research from renewable energy
experts from Stanford University among others.

3) To campaign for a long term target of stabilising
atmospheric CO?at 300 parts per million (ppm). This
corresponds with the most recent research conducted
by the world's leading climate scientist James Hansen
and his team.

The future actions accepted by participants of the
summit were:

1) Actions outside MP's offices or corporations to
coincide with the release of the CPRS White Paper in
March.

2) Nationally coordinated mass rallied on World
Environment Day (June 6) with the explicit aim of
publicly launching the campaign for 100% renewables
in 10 years.

3) Climate camp/s in September, inspired by the
successful camp held in Newcastle in August last
year.

4) Culminating in actions around the Copenhagen
Summit in December 09.
